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The effect of the „Intercultural Media and Communication Training” of the Manush Foundation at our school  (translation from Hungarian)
The Manush Foundation’s “Intercultural Media and Communication Training” project was implemented in 2005/2006 at our institution, the Foundation Nursery, Elementary, Secondary Vocational School, Edelény. 

The first step was a 60 hour accredited media training for the interested teachers (a test course took place already in 2004, editors remark.) 
As one of the participant teachers, I can say that we all appreciated the courses. We can use the topics what we learnt.
As the second step of the project, we have created at our school a “media study circle” for the students, which is the place of the project. (This circle is also named as “school editorial staff”- editor’s remark). Géza SZERT, one of our teachers, is running it after the obligatory school hours (weekly two to four hours - edit. remark.)
Every Tuesday afternoon we have a media study circle where the students are willing to do activities and use their free time and show a keen interest, and take the work seriously. They learn how to make reports, situational role plays, or film editing. They are proud to be the “Media Students”. They record the most important events, and interview our visitors. 
Edelény with 12 000 habitants, lies in the heart of Borsod-Abaúj-Zemplén county. I should not have to introduce this region of Hungary, which is struggling with unemployment and poverty for many years. Our school embraces the poorest of the poorest. Our students are cumulated underprivileged, especially Roma youth. 
Because of this situation they struggle with disadvantages from the first day of the school. It is hard for them to present their learning, even when they have learned the curriculum well.
Maybe that is why it so surprising that the “Media Circle Students” do well and attain full growth. The children who attend the the circle, express their messages better than those who do not. They are willing to talk, their sentences are round, and their speech is polished and out from gutter. This is an immense achievement, because it effects all their studies. For them it is easier to do an oral exam, and they do not have a “fever exam” as do the others. The ones who talk in front of the camera, or who make reports using the situational role-playing, is braver in front of their own teacher as well and are better able to achieve their potential.
This media study circle makes them to work more, because for a successful man every road goes easier, than for one who struggles all the time. Their self-esteem blossoms with their success.
Because their communicative skills are being developed, I hope, as adults they will not have a hard time working with lawful occasions and its system, and they will be able to exercise their rights. Up to now this has been beyond their reach, especially of the Roma students.
I do not want to set up false hopes, but from what I have seen the long and the short, I am sure they will rise higher in the world than their fellows.
I would like to wish you success with more and more schools, and I wish the Manush Foundation good and fruitful works.
